Re: Year 13 Results Day Thursday 13th August

We trust that our Year 13 students are ready to step up to their next challenge whether that be University, Apprenticeship or a Career. Below we have details of how their Results Day will be organised for Thursday 13th August 2020.  

To follow the guidelines outlined by the Welsh Government we would ask that;

· Individuals who have coronavirus (COVID-19) symptoms, or who have someone in

their household who does, do not attend school for the collection of results.

· Students only enter the school site to collect results and complete the enrolment

process.

· Parents do not gather at entrance doors, or enter the site (unless they have a pre

arranged appointment).  

· Signage from the main school Car Park which will direct to two areas is followed:

The Library and the Canteen. Both will be organised to using a One-Way system to

avoid groups of people mixing as far as possible.

· Hand sanitizer and cleaning products at each station are used before and after entry

and exit into the areas.

Results Day – Thursday 13th August 2020 9.00am to 12.00noon

· A Level results will be ready for collection in the Main School Hall from 9.00am to

12.00noon.  

· To enable us to adhere to all the current government guidelines students should

enter the school via the main entrance. 

· Tables will be in the main hall with results sheets available in alphabetical groups

i.e. A-D, F-G etc.

· Students will be asked to sign to confirm they have received their results. 

· If you are a UCAS student, please bring all your log in/password details with you

should you want to contact them about your preferred course choice. 

· Staff will be available in school on results day in the Canteen to support any

students who need advice. 

If students would prefer to have results emailed through on results day please email our Examinations Officer, Ms Nicky Longley confirming the email address you wish to use to receive the results to exams@maelorschool.org.uk by Wednesday 12th August 2020.

Using UCAS TRACK 

 

· ‘UCAS track’ may detail the name of the university that you have been accepted by.

If this is your ‘Firm’ choice university, ‘congratulations’ on securing this place.  You  

do not need to confirm this with your university.  They will make contact with you with further details.

· Only contact ‘Student Finance Wales/England’ if this choice is different to that

stated on your application form. 

· ‘UCAS track’ may detail the name of the university that you have been accepted by and this is your ‘Insurance’ choice university. This means that the offer your firm choice university stated has not been met by your results. 

Faced with this scenario:

· You are in a position to contact your firm choice university, ask to speak to an admissions tutor of the department you have applied to.  Have all the details of your firm choice and ask if there is any negotiation on this decision. If the answer is ‘no’, you will have to either:

· Accept your ‘Insurance’ place. (Only contact ‘Student Finance Wales/England’ if this choice is different to that stated on your application form).

· Reject your ‘Insurance’ place and start the ‘Clearing’ process – (see details overleaf)

UCAS TRACK Stating Confirmation for You to enter the Adjustment System

· This happens if your results meet & exceed what is required for your ‘Firm’ offer.

· ‘Adjustment’ is available between 13th – 31st August 2020. It's entirely optional, but other applicants might have missed their conditions or swapped a course, so it could be worth seeing what is available.

· Register for ‘Adjustment’ in Track. Your original Unconditional Firm choice will be safe and this will only be deleted if you confirm you would like to accept a place elsewhere and the new university/college will add themselves to your application.

· You have 5 days after registering for ‘Adjustment’ to make this choice. After the five-day period has ended, the ‘Adjustment’ information will disappear.

· There is no vacancy list for ‘Adjustment’ – you'll need to check course details using the usual UCAS search tool and contact admissions offices at the university to talk about any possible vacancies. Tell them you are applying through ‘Adjustment’ and give them your Personal ID. They will check you've met and exceeded your conditions. (Remember if you contact them on results day there could be a short delay while your application is updated.)
· Only verbally accept one offer, and make sure it is the right one.
· If they are happy to accept you, your Track screen will be updated with the new choice and you will be sent a confirmation letter. Contact ‘Student Finance Wales/England’ to state your new university destination.  If not, you can keep looking, or once your ‘Adjustment’ time limit is up, you will just keep your original place.
UCAS TRACK Stating Confirmation for You to enter the Clearing System

 

If you had conditional offers but your exam results do not meet the offer conditions, you can use the Clearing option on and after results day. Clearing vacancies will be listed on UCAS using the ‘search tool’. You will know you are in Clearing if your Track status says 'You are in Clearing' or 'Clearing has started'. If Track doesn't say either, wait for your results to update.

Then:

 

· Consider different subjects – you don't have to stick with your original degree focus.

· Contact any universities or colleges you're interested in and give them your Clearing number and your Personal ID number which will let them see your application online.  Make sure you have clear details of the UCAS points you have accumulated (use the chart at the end of this document).
· Ask if they will accept you – they might reconsider you (maybe for the same course) even if you applied to them earlier in the year.
· Get informal offers over the phone – maybe from a variety of universities and colleges – then decide which one you want to accept.
· Visit the university if you have the time, it's the best way to see what a university/college is like – most will be happy to meet you and show you around.

· Please only add a Clearing choice once you've had confirmation from the university that they're happy to offer you a place. The university should provide details of the next steps. Otherwise follow the guidance that will guide you on the UCAS website.
· You can only add one choice at a time, but if the university/college doesn't confirm your place, you will be able to add another.
· Contact ‘Student Finance Wales/England’ to state your new university destination.
Apprenticeship Students/Students Who Have Secured Employment

· Contact the person named on your acceptance/confirmation letter by telephone.
· Clarify your examination results and if you have not already received details of start date etc. request a copy of all the pertinent information you require.
ALL OTHER STUDENTS

If you do not fall into any of the categories outlined above, please take time to speak to a member of staff on results day to ensure you are clear about your next steps. Additionally, you can contact Careers Wales to arrange a careers interview to help you to decide on your next steps.
